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We have received many calls for more information about the classes, events and activities
that the Community Partnership’s Caring Communities Initiative provides. Starting this
month we will be providing more in-depth articles so that you can make an informed
decision whether to attend yourself or to refer others.

What is C.A.S.H.

In 2005, we distributed a neighborhood needs assessment throughout our
catchment area, asking residents to rank their needs, and a class on basic
budgeting was listed in the top three across all neighborhoods. Asaresponseto
theseresults, we developed and began implementing C.A.S.H. (Come And See
How...), our financial literacy program in 2007. There are two types of classes
that C.A.S.H. offers:

1. Make Money Work For You

This four-week, basic budgeting classis facilitated by past participants
who have gone through C.A.S.H. facilitator training. Each classis
limited to 15 participants and is facilitated in an interactive style that
includes group activities, handouts, and discussions. Make Money Work
for You addresses topics such as...

Money Beliefs

Needs vs. Wants

Making a budget that works for you
Wealth and Assets

Savings

In addition, we offer participants great benefits and information such
as...

Guest Speaker: A banker who sharesinformation about saving
money and investment tools.

Opportunity to open a zero balance savings account with Great
Southern Bank.

A chance to have Caring Communities match their savings goal up
to $100!!! (Participants must show a consistent savings deposits for a
minimum of 3 monthsin their savings account at Great Southern)

Free Dinner & Childcare
2. Track Classes

Track classes are one- or two-week classes that address specific
educational topics past participants have desired more information on.
They are taught by community experts from the field in which the topic
isaddressing.

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How is C.A.S.H. Funded?

The CASH program iscurrently funded by the Community Foundation of the
Ozarks aswell asa C.A.S.H. Coalition of banksin the Springfield areawho
provide financial support as well as act as an advisory board for the program.

Who C.A.S.H. Has Served?

Since our pilot classin February 2007,the C.A.S.H. program has served 181
participants. One participant, Ambassador Mitchell, who attended one of the
first C.A.S.H. classes has since gone on to become a C.A.S.H. facilitator. He
successfully co-facilitated his first set of classesin November and when asked
about the C.A.S.H. program said, "This program helped to rekindle my burning
desire to learn more about financial literacy and to develop more personal skills
to serve others. One of the most valuable conceptsthat C.A.S.H. offersisa
practical approach to understanding personal and family budgeting. Budgeting
is a close second behind effective communication; however it is by far the most
feared and needed skill in practical money management and positive marital
relationships. Learning how to budget is analogousto learning how toride a
bike. Even a child can learn it, and if you learn it at an early age, you will never
forget it." We havetrained morethan 15 participants as C.A.S.H. facilitators
since starting the program.

Looking Intothe Future

Asword is getting out about C.A.S.H., we have seen excitement and a greater
demand from potential participants and community organizations. Make Money
Work For You classes are scheduled every 6 weeks with a track class scheduled
in between.

The next C.A.S.H. Make Money Work For You classis scheduled to begin on

Monday, January 19, 2009 and will run through Monday, February 9, 2009. The
classwill be held at the Doling Family Center.
